Compensatory Time

Agency employees exempt from Fair Labor Standards Act (FLSA) overtime provisions are expected
to work all hours necessary to perform their duties to the best of their abilities without additional
compensation. Several hours added to a work day occasionally or even on a weekend are expected of
professional staff. However, the Executive Director may approve compensatory time when it is
recognized that the exempt employee has worked a significant amount of time beyond the normal
work week schedule to perform specific job requirements. Employees must first obtain advanced
approval prior to working excess hours. The direct supervisor (or manager) will be responsible for
ensuring reported compensatory time is not reported for day-to-day workload. The exempt
employee will be responsible for ensuring the approved compensatory time and the compensatory
time used is provided to the Human Resources Office in the pay period used and that the used
compensatory time is recorded on a leave slip. Exempt employees who separate from the Agency
will not be paid for any unused compensatory time.

Charter School Outreach

Charter School Workshops

PSFA held 6 Charter School Workshops between November 2018 and January 2019 with
89 attendees in total. Workshops were held in Albuquerque (3), Las Cruces, Santa Fe,
and Taos. Workshops addressed matters relating to Lease Assistance. The PowerPoint
presentation is available for review on our website. Charter School Workshop Summary
Information is attached and summarizes participant feedback.

Charter School Online Survey
The Charter School Online Survey was completed by 53 respondents representing 42
Charter Schools. Among those who responded, 70% would find lease templates to be
beneficial. Public facilities are leased by 47% of respondents. Of respondents, 59% either
agree or strongly agree with the following statements:

e our facility is large enough,

e our lease cost is a good value,

e classroom spaces adequately serve our program,

e classroom spaces meet PED educational requirements,

e the condition of our building is satisfactory,

e our facility is in an optimal location.

According to respondents, 71% use alternate classroom spaces and 67% need specialty
classrooms that are not included in the list of classroom spaces defined by the adequacy
standards. Respondents were nearly evenly split on whether the same definition of
classroom space should apply to all charters. The attached Charter School Online Survey
Summary provides more detailed information.

PSEA Assessments of Square Footage

PSFA Assessors walked Charter Schools statewide (preferably with an administrator),
obtained classroom schedules, measured classroom spaces, gross square footages, and
compiled classroom square footage data. Letters were sent to charters with Classroom
Net Square Footage and Gross Square Footage numbers, giving charters the option to




concur or not concur. When charters did not concur, Planning & Design reached out to
review spaces and reach concurrence. To date 86 of 96 charters have concurred. One
charter has not concurred, and four charters are working with us to reach concurrence.
Five charters are in the process of moving or remodeling, so the new spaces are not yet
available for assessment.

Charter School Workshop Summary Information 1/9/2019

PSFA held 6 Charter School Workshops in 2018/2019 with 89 attendees in total. Workshops used the
PowerPoint available for viewing on our website.

Workshop feedback:
Lease Assistance Square Footage Formula:

PSFA presented definitions of classroom square footage, as rooms where a teacher is assigned and
classes are taught. We said we did not yet have directive on whether utilization would factor in and if so
at what percentage, but used examples of 50% or 80% of the day. We explained that currently we are
considering a classroom a space where a full-time teacher is assigned, or where Special Education
services are received. PSFA presented that cafeterias, gathering spaces, libraries, etc., in which no
classes were taught, were not part of net classroom square footage. PSFA did recognize as eligible
classroom square footage spaces that were Multi-Purpose and served a charters justified space need.
For example, Southwest Aeronautics teaching aeronautics classes in an airplane hangar, Public Academy
for Performing Arts teaching classes in a dance studio, along with many dual purpose
cafeteria/gymnasiums, etc. PSFA discussed that we could not count hallway spaces as classroom square
footage because they are restricting egress and may be in violation of fire code.

Workshop participants engaged in discussion regarding “exceptional spaces” which are mandated in the
charter’s mission. For example, adding to classroom square footage: a camping gear storage shed for a
charter with a mission to do backpacking and camping, or a charter that serves at-risk youth counting
additional counseling spaces, a charter that emphasizes community outreach including their food
pantry.

Participants asked for caveats/exceptions to rules. For example, a historic building which could not
modify spaces to be more classroom square footage friendly, office buildings with huge lobbies and
large amounts of tare, charters with unused spaces because they are leasing buildings so that they can
grow into them and eventually reach their cap.

Another issue that arose was that Charter Schools do not have a central office where H.R., payroll, board
meetings, and business officers are housed. Each is independent and needs much more administrative
square footage than the formula allows.

Equity in Funding

In general, participants noted that per-MEM would be the preferred method of awarding assistance.
They find it the most equitable and efficient manner. Resounding feedback was that loss of lease
assistance would move many charters to close their doors. Charter schools note that they have been
creative in finding spaces and do so at 1/10 the cost of district public schools.

Some charters explained that when they entered their lease-purchase arrangement the rules were
different. Now they are being penalized for doing what they thought was best practice at the time. For
example, a charter arranged purchase of building from their foundation, but now square footage is the
standard of measure and the building has too much tare, or large foyer, or too many restrooms.
Charters planned their budget projections with the understanding that lease assistance would continue
through duration of mortgage/lease.



Charters do not have the same access to local monies/bond monies and funding sources as traditional
public schools.

Lease Assistance Program in Statute:
Suggestion from participants that statute is changed to fund charters using per-MEM calculation.
Suggest statute language change to say “shall assist”

Participants asked about why definition of classroom space is so arbitrary when statute has language
that any “direct administration of school activities” should include a broader space definition.

Other Outcomes:

Resounding participant feedback was that they would like assistance on: on-line lease applications, the
legal end of negotiating leases, lease templates, and training on lease parameters.

Charters would like access to more public buildings. In rural areas there is little to no public building
stock that is suitable.

Districts could be required by statute to list underutilized spaces on database. Also a posting of the GSD
list of state-owned buildings would be useful. One question was whether the State Auditor could weigh
in on mattes of acquiring public buildings.

USDA Rural Development Grant/Loan as secured by Anansi Charter School in Taos, NM

Anansi Charter School opened in the year 2001 in what was a house, in rural Taos. They began as an
Early Childhood facility and over time have expanded to serve 194 students in grades kindergarten
through eighth grade. Over the years, the school added a four-classroom offsite built facility for its
third through sixth grade classrooms. In 2015, Anansi added an additional building that includes
middle school classrooms, science lab, library/media center, and special education tutoring classrooms.
Anansi charter has built their program using many funding sources including PSFA and PSCOC
grants. The school’s foundation carries their loans.

Anansi’s director, Michele Hunt, attended a National Charter School Conference in 2007 and learned
about the USDA Rural Development program. United States Department of Agriculture Rural
Development division’s Community Facilities Programs provide loans, guarantees, and grants for
essential community facilities in rural areas and towns of up to 20,000 in population. These facilities
include libraries, hospitals, assisted living facilities, fire and rescue stations, community centers, and
schools, including charter schools. Program funds are available for public entities and nonprofit
organizations.

In order to receive USDA loans, the school had to have guarantors in place. Anansi acquired their
guarantors by receiving funding on a Taos County bond, after school program funding, and from the
CYFD approved preschool housed in their facility. The application process took nearly two years and
Anansi Charter School received its first loan from USDA Rural Development in 2009. The first loan of
$1,800,000 was targeted for land purchase, and facility renovations and additions to house the library
and classrooms through grade 5; the second loan was for $1,015,000 to add the middle school facility.
The loans were set at 4.25%, the government index at the time of qualifying, at a fixed rate with a 40
year term. They received one $50,000 grant with each loan.

Michele Hunt, a professional educator, recognizes that she has become a financial expert by default.
Anansi Charter is currently working with a local bank to refinance its loan at a lower interest rate.

Arkansas model for reporting empty and underutilized public school facilities to charter schools

As Charter Schools seek suitable spaces, they are encouraged to find district, state, or federal-owned
buildings in order to best utilize public spaces. Schools are vacated each year as new facilities come on
line, and some are vacated due to district reconfigurations and reductions in required academic spaces
due to enroliment decline.

The Arkansas General Assembly passed Act 542 in 2017. The Act requires all public school districts to
report any unused or underutilized public school facility or other real property to the Arkansas Division
of Public School Academic Facilities and Transportation. The law requires the division to publish a
statewide listing of those facilities. Districts must report these facilities by February 1 each year and
the division must publish the list by March 1 each year. Rules for the legislation become effective
December 31, 2018. One rule is that all districts must include underutilized space as a mandatory item
in their yearly master plan submissions, or they cannot receive state funding.

Colorado model for funding charter schools

Summary:
e Colorado’s CSCC program available to all Charter Schools in the state
e Colorado’s BEST program — a competitive grant program

Pursuant to C.R.S. 22-54-124, each year Colorado’s State Education Fund and a percentage of the
marijuana excise tax provides an appropriation for Charter School and Institute Charter School Capital
Construction. The purpose of this funding is to promote a safe and healthy learning environment for
all Colorado students.

The Division of Capital Construction houses two separate grant programs: Building Excellent Schools
Today (BEST) grant and the Charter School Capital Construction (CSCC) grant.

The CSCC grant program is available to all charter schools and may be used for any of their facility
needs — construction, demolition, remodeling, maintenance, financing, purchasing, and leasing — so it
is not restricted to lease payments only. The amount each school receives is calculated based on
Student Count multiplied by a certain dollar amount per student ($291.79in FY18-19). However,
whether the school is operating in a district-owned facility or non-district-owned facility impacts the
calculation.

» Schools which operate in 3rd party facilities or which have purchased their own facilities get
full funding based on their FTE.

e Colorado requires that if a district has a building which is not in use or has space to
accommodate a charter school, they must allow the charter school to use the facility and may
not charge the school for lease payments. Because of this, to make the funding as equitable as
possible, schools which operate in district-owned facilities (no rent payment) only get % FTE
funding. There are 64 schools which utilize district-owned facilities, and 2 which are in
facilities listed on the state inventory (schools which are operating out of classrooms in a
higher education facility). Some districts, such as Denver Public Schools run their program a
little bit differently. They do not charge lease payments, but they do charge a facility fee
because the district handles the maintenance of their facilities.

Colorado has 240 charter schools in the CSCC grant program, but this does not include online charter
schools. There are 255 charter schools in Colorado with the inclusion of online charters.

PSFA, in partnership with New Mexico’s school districts, provide quality, sustainable, and well maintained school facilities for our
students and educators.



The BEST grant program is a competitive grant program; schools must apply for this funding. It is
available to all public schools which have been in operation for at least 3 years at the time in which
their application is submitted. The location of the charter school does matter for this program; if the
school is leasing a 3rd party owned facility, meaning a non-charter school affiliated owner, it is not
eligible for funds, as the state cannot invest dollars into a facility that ultimately reverts back to a
private owner. There are exceptions to this: if the school is in a 3rd party owned facility but is also in a
lease-to-own agreement with the owner, the facility is eligible. Additionally, if the school has a
building corporation established by the charter school to purchase the facility, that is not considered
a 3rd party ownership and the facility would still be eligible for funding.

Denver Public Schools has two instances where charter schools and district schools are operating in
the same facility or on the same campus. The funding for a charter school in this type of shared space
is still based on the % FTE calculation for being in a district-owned facility.

For the 2018-2019 school year $29.25 million is appropriated: $20 million in funding for Charter
Schools comes from the State Education fund, and is currently the statutory maximum which the
program can receive from the fund. In addition to this, the Charter School Capital Construction grant
program receives 12.5% of marijuana excise tax revenues which the BEST grant program receives. For
the FY18-19 cycle, this 12.5% includes: $5 million from $40 million in excise tax revenues received by
the BEST program in FY17-18 plus $4.25 million from an additional one-time appropriation of $34
million to the BEST program. BEST awarded $35,929,797 to charter schools in FY17-18 for a total
project cost (including the schools’ matching funds) of $37,741,046.

Colorado charter schools spend operating dollars on facilities and this spending varies across different
ownership situations.

% In 2016-17, charter schools in the state spent an average of $725 per pupil, or 9.8 percent of pupil
funding.

Accessing affordable facilities has long been identified as one of the most significant challenges facing charter
schools. In response to this challenge, an array of policy and market-based approaches has emerged over the
years. Examples of these approaches include: public and private credit enhancement, tax-exempt bond
financing, community development lending, commercial facilities development, state per pupil facilities aid,
constitutional mandates for fair treatment, state facilities grant programs, federal tax credits, co-location with
other public schools, and charter schools accessing vacant district facilities.

In order to conduct our analysis, we primarily relied on data from the Charter School Facilities Initiative (CSFI)
dataset. CSFl is a national project to research and quantify charter school access to adequate space and
funding for educational facilities. It originated from a facilities survey, developed by the Colorado League of
Charter Schools to collect reliable data on the condition and cost of charter school facilities.

Nationally, 22% of Charters are in district-owned facilities.

Annual facilities expenditures as a percent of per pupil revenue for charters:
In district-owned space: 0.9% In privately-owned space: 5.8% (a difference of $420/student)

Number of charter schools in district spaces: Of the 1,540 charter schools that participated in the CSFI survey,
343 — 22% of the schools surveyed — occupied district facilities at the time of the survey. Of the 14 surveyed
states, four have a significant proportion of charter schools in district space: California (45%), New York (31%),
Georgia (25%), and South Carolina (23%). Of the total number of charter schools in district owned facilities,
81% come from two large states: California (65%) and New York (16%). The volume and, to some extent,
experiences of charter schools in these two states thus exert a significant influence on the overall findings of
this report.

Currently, fifty-nine percent of the charter schools in district buildings are sole occupants, with the remaining
41% in shared buildings. Of the charter schools that are sharing space, roughly half co-located with another
public school, with an equivalent proportion sharing space with a non-school entity and 2% sharing space with
both another public school and a non-school entity.

State level policy increasingly supports charter schools accessing district space. Of the 43 states (including the
District of Columbia) with charter laws, 27 have enacted policies that try to provide charter schools with better
access to district facilities. Of these 27 states, at least 12 have updated their guidance on providing charter
schools with access to district space since 2000. The three states with recently enacted charter school
legislation — Maine, Mississippi and Washington — all have provisions that try to address the issue of charter
school access to district facilities.

The impact of state policy is especially visible in California. In 2000, California voters approved Proposition 39,
a constitutional provision requiring districts to provide charter schools that serve a minimum of 80 students
with facilities that are “sufficient” in size given the charter’s enroliment and “reasonably equivalent” to
facilities occupied by traditional public schools in the district. Proposition 39 ranks as the nation’s strongest
statewide policy statement mandating charter school access to district-owned space, and is the major reason
for the large number and percentage of charter schools occupying district spaces in the state.

The impact of Proposition 39 has been significant. 45% of California’s charter schools are in district-owned
buildings, the highest percentage among surveyed states. Those schools involve arrangements with 79
different authorizing school districts, from big cities like Los Angeles and San Diego to small towns like Nevada
City.

In 2004, Chicago, IL, former Mayor Daley and former Superintendent Arne Duncan launched Renaissance 2010,
a citywide initiative to increase quality education options in the city. The district’s efforts eventually included
the Shared Facility Policy in 2005, which assured charter schools equal status in shared facilities.

In New York City, NY, 62% of the city’s 197 schools are in district spaces, encouraged in part by a use cost of $1
a year. Former Mayor Michael Bloomberg and former Chancellor of the New York City Department of
Education Joel Klein are widely credited with ensuring the large-scale presence of charter schools in district
spaces. NYC spent $44m in 2018 for 63 charter schools’ lease assistance. State law allows charters to pay up to
30% of their total per-student funding to help with rent.

Item Title: E-rate & Libraries Update

Name of Presenter(s): Ovidiu Viorica, Broadband Program Manager

Executive Summary (Informational):

Historically, only a small percentage of NM libraries take advantage of available
federal funding (E-rate) for their broadband needs (~30%).

In September 2018 the Council authorized PSFA’s broadband team to assist the NM
State Library with the development of a Broadband upgrades pilot, using the PSFA’s
tools and processes developed for schools.

PSFA worked in coordination with NM State Library, PED and DolT to assist ten
libraries develop broadband upgrade projects and apply for E-rate funding. NM State
Library provided $15,000 to contract with an E-rate consultant to support this effort.

The ten libraries (one of them tribal), large and small, do not have the resources and the
E-rate program familiarity to be successful on their own. They need technical,
procurement, contracting, funding application and project management support.

All ten libraries submitted E-rate applications for internet access and internal network
upgrades (~1.7M). The projects will result in significant increases in the speed and the
quality of broadband, as well as major network equipment upgrades.

If the requests are funded, all the pilot libraries will have access to scalable, fiber optic-
based connectivity, and up-to-date and robust internal networks. This will support the
libraries’ connectivity needs in the coming years.

The libraries who are part of the West-Central consortium (Magdalena, Reserve and
Glenwood) will also have direct access to the expertise and resources from the school
districts in the area (Socorro, Magdalena, Quemado and Reserve) that can help with
network operations, cybersecurity — as well as resource and application sharing.

The PSFA team appreciates the partnership, and the assistance received, from the NM
State Library, Public Education Department and the NM Department of IT.

Our team is ready to hand off the pilot to a permanent support framework at one of our
partner agencies to continue this important effort for these ongoing projects, as well as
any future additional projects that may be developed for other libraries.

BACKGROUND

The New Mexico State Library (NMSL) is a member of the Governor’s Broadband for
Education Initiative, NMSL has hosted multiple meetings with Universal Service
Administrative Agency (USAC) senior level managers as well as congressionally-
sponsored Federal Communications Commission (FCC) visits by the FCC Chairman and
other FCC commissioners to highlight the needs of rural states as well as to showcase
rural library accomplishments. In addition, New Mexico’s federal Congressional
delegation is supportive of robust broadband to public and tribal public libraries as a
means to stimulate economic development.

For the past few years NMSL has been working with public and tribal public libraries in
rural areas to improve broadband capacity in order to narrow the digital divide in their
communities. NMSL provides numerous electronic resources for information access,
after-school homework help, virtual support for job seekers and other economic
development programs (and libraries will soon be asked to assist technologically with
Census 2020). However, in some areas, the broadband speed is so woefully insufficient
that the ability to use these premium online resources is not available on a statewide
basis. The NMAC 4.5.8 for 2016 GO bonds was amended through 2016 Senate Bill 122
in order that libraries could use their GO Bonds as the required match for E-rate
applications for “the purchase and installation of broadband internet equipment and
infrastructure.” The NMSL in partnership with Public Education Department and
Department of Information Technology and NM Libraries Transform Broadband and E-
Rate Taskforce continues to recommend library directors work with their IT departments
(if available) to apply for E-rate funding through the federal E-rate program administered
by USAC. Considering the fact that many, if not most, of New Mexico’s public and tribal
public libraries are eligible for an 80 to 90 percent discount through the E-rate program,
not utilizing this opportunity is in essence giving money away to other states. This
strategic effort has culminated in NMSL leading the New Mexico Libraries Transform
initiative to inform, educate and advance libraries in this regard. One of the most critical
needs is broadband and technology within New Mexico’s public and tribal public
libraries.

2018 Legislature — HB 207
The New Mexico Libraries Transform Task Force on E-rate and Broadband urged the

2018 New Mexico legislative body to establish an E-rate and broadband fund, e.g. House



Bill 207. The next step in this process is to secure funding for a consultant, matching
funds for Category 2 and ongoing broadband deployment statewide.

As the 2019 legislative session approaches, the libraries of New Mexico, including
NMSL in cooperation with the New Mexico Department of Information Technology
(DolIT), requests an appropriation of $500,000 in order to hire a consultant to create and
submit E-rate applications on behalf of public and tribal public libraries which could
include, but is not limited to, fiber construction, equipment and services to improve
access to digital information.

E-Rate Pilot Project for Public Libraries

During the interim it was suggested (by the LFC and PSFA) that a public library pilot
project would provide guidance on the methodology, costs and implementation of HB
207. The New Mexico library E-rate project has evolved from collaborative discussions
with the following groups:

* Legislative Finance Committee-Public Schools Facilities Authority

* Department of Information Technology, Office of Broadband and Geospatial
Initiative
* Department of Cultural Affairs and the New Mexico State Library

In summary, NMSL wholeheartedly welcomes the expertise and project management for
broadband deployment and E-rate application through the Public School Facilities
Authority. We respectfully request that the Public School Capital Outlay Council
consider allowing the authority to provide guidance and consulting services and
essentially serve in an advisory capacity over the course of the next two years in order to
exponentially improve the broadband capability of these selected libraries.

Concurrent with this request, the New Mexico library associations and affiliated
organizations will be urging their legislators to appropriate the needed $500,000 to fund
HR 207.

6.27.1.9 COUNCIL ORGANIZATION
A majority of the membership of the council constitutes a quorum.

B. The council will elect a chair and vice-chair. The chair and vice-chair will serve two-year
terms. If an interim vacancy results in the office of chair or vice-chair, the council will select
an officer or officers to serve in the interim.

C. The chair will preside at council meetings and will have powers and duties including, but
not limited to, the following:

(1) to rule on matters of parliamentary procedure;
(2) to execute documents approved by the council on behalf of the council;
(3) to coordinate with council staff; and

(4) to appoint subcommittees of the council as the chair deems necessary and advisable to
enable the council to conduct its business in an efficient manner. Subcommittees will
be composed of fewer than a quorum of the council membership and will make
recommendations to the council on issues and matters as directed by the chair.
Subcommittees will act in an advisory capacity to the council. Subcommittees may not
take any final or binding action.

D. The vice-chair will serve in the absence of the chair.

E. If a council member is unable to attend a council meeting, the member may provide a
written designation to the chair authorizing a specified individual to act on behalf of the
council member for the meeting.
